School Sport Curriculum Opportunities
Since September 2013, where primary schools like yourselves received great news regarding school sports funding from the Government, there has been a significant improvement in the quality of sports provision. Exeter City FC has worked with over 50+ schools across Devon, providing schools with dedicated resources to buy-in invaluable expertise and support. We would like to offer you our coaching skills to help you provide top-quality sports provision for your children and help up-skill staff members to continue delivery after the funding ceases.
Exeter City FITC’s team of coaches is dedicated to ensuring each school will receive a bespoke type of sports and physical activity provision. As part of the service, they will work alongside teachers and teaching assistants to create an environment that will be learning for all, in order to enhance the delivery of PE and school sport. 


All sports sessions will adhere to the expectations of Ofsted and be relevant to the PE National Curriculum; the setting will allow each child to develop the fundamentals throughout the year, but ensure they learn in an environment which is also fun and safe.

All our programmes for school sport are also centred around the school’s timetable requirements and include a framework of sport/specific activity, targeted towards curriculum outcomes. We ensure the sessions are designed to be fully inclusive to cater both for children who are new to sport and also to those who are looking to thrive in this environment. 

The coaches who lead on our current school sport programme are National Governing Body qualified (the FA) and have industry leading insurance, liability, first aid and safeguarding certification. We make sure our coaching staff are constantly developing and increasing their skills with participation in a range of training courses. All our lead staff on the school sport programme are enrolled on the
We have six members of staff who successfully passed the recommended 1st4Sport Level 3 Certificate in Supporting the Delivery of Physical Education and School Sport . With our next cohort of staff ready to start the qualification in September 2015, we also have staff fit to deliver CPD qualifications for primary school teaching staff.
