From Cornwall

3. Keep in left hand lane and at the roundabout take the 2nd exit (signposted
Tavistock A386, Hospital, A & E, Airport)

4. Continue at the Derriford roundabout 3rd right following the signs to Uni College/
hospital.

5. Take left into Derriford Road. Then take the 3rd right into the campus. Main
Reception is to the right.

From Exeter

1. Exit the A38 at Manadon (signposted City Centre, Tavistock A386)

2. Keep in the right hand lane (signposted Tavistock A386, Derriford) and at the
roundabout take the 5th exit (signposted Tavistock A386, Hospital, A & E, Airport)

3. Merge on to the A386 (signposted Airport, Hospital, A & E).

4. Continue at the Derriford roundabout 3rd right to Uni College/hospital.

5. Turn 1st left onto Derriford Road and then take the 3rd right into the campus. Main
Reception is to the right.

From Tavistock

1. Follow signs for City Centre (A386), Derriford Hospital, Airport

2. Continue past the Toby Carvery at Roborough then take new left turning down
‘Runway Road’, signposted Marjon which takes you across airfield, between airport
and the new housing developments

3. At the end of the road, turn left and then turn right into the campus. Main reception
is to the right.
